Score Posting Policy
Penalty Scores

If a player fails to post an acceptable score as soon as practical after completion of the round, the Handicap Committee should post the score and/or a penalty score and ratings equal to the lowest Handicap Differential in the player's scoring record. However, if the score not returned is unusually high, the Handicap Committee should enter the score and/or a penalty and ratings equal to the highest Handicap Differential in the player's scoring record.

Definitions 

Practical – The preferred method for posting a round is at the course you played on the day you played the round.  What Maplewood will accept as practical: 

· Posting the day played at the course played

· Posting within 4 days of the day played and within the current revision cycle

· Posting VIA internet if there are no more than 5 internet posting on the players current record

Scoring Record – The 20 most current scores posted by the player 

Internet Posting – Maplewood has adopted the policy that members should not have any more than 5 internet postings on their current record at any one time.  It is reasonable to expect that our members observe the practical posting methods.  Internet posting was turned off last season due to this rule being abused.
